Golubovych I.V. Odessa years of the M.Ya.Grot: The Project of the
Reform of «Philosophical Organisms»

The paper examines the life and work of Nikolai Yakovlevich Grot (1852
1899), an outstanding philosopher, psychologist, logician, organizer of science,
during his residency in Odessa. The author argues for a key importance of this
period (1883-1886) for developing a project of a reform in philosophy the main
task of which was to constitute an «organism of philosophy» in Russia and Ukrai-
ne, and to formulate its spiritual, institutional, organizational and communi-
cative principles. A variety of sources are analyzed, some of them being first
introduced into scientific circulation.
